You will learn how to assess and set up a zip line, COPE events, and
climbing tower events in accordance with BSA guidelines. In addition; you will learn how to supervise and administer
the technical aspects of the preparation, activity planning, warm up, safety, anchoring systems, belaying set ups, top
roping systems, belaying practice, self-rescue, climber rescue techniques, and supervising climbing or rappelling
activities.

Participants should have a solid foundation in the fundamentals of climbing, including basic climbing knots, belay
and rappel techniques, a basic understanding of rigging, and care of equipment prior to the course. Additional training
is available for participants with limited or no climbing experience.

Perquisites include: Climb-On-Safely (on-line) and Youth Protection Training (on-line YPT}. Students can bring
their own marked personal climbing gear. Level | certification is valid for a period of 1 year and Level |l certification is
valid for a period of 3 years. The cost is $25.00.
